3. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF CAMPUS PARTY

Campus Party is recognized as the biggest Internet event in the world, focused on
innovation, technology and digital culture with annual editions in Spain, Brazil,
Colombia, Mexico and Ecuador and new editions worldwide every year. Each year, it
brings together more than 6.000 intensive users and early adopters of technology, young
talented innovators as well as representative actors from the Academia, the ICT industry
and government authorities, who gather to show their projects and launch cooperative
ones, to network and attend conferences of key note speakers showing the upcoming
trends in digital innovation.

The event is organized by Futura Networks on a yearly basis since its first edition in
Spain in 1997 and in Latin America in 2008. In addition to the regular editions, two
special ones were held. The first was Campus Party Iberoamerica special edition, which
made part of the official agenda of Ibero American Summit at San Salvador (El
Salvador) in October 2008, where 500 participants from every country of the region
gather to share their projects.

From the analysis performed by USP of the areas with more potential for the
development of Future Internet in Brazil, mobile communications emerged as one of
which attracted more interest from the stakeholders. Following this definition, this
theme area was selected as the centre of the conference to present to the target public in
Campus Party, the methodology of the Technology Platforms and its potentialities in
moving forward the research and development of Future Internet.
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4.5.1 Prof. Arthur Battaglia - Technological Platforms and its future in Brazil: E-
Mobility

Prof. Arthur Battaglia took the floor to explain the methodology of the Technology
Platforms in Europe and, moreover, how it could be translated into Brazilian reality.
USP team detected early in the project the need for a more in depth understanding of
this concept prior to be able to start building a technology platform in Brazil, since the
concept was completely alien to the local stake holders. This was the reason why they
dedicated the first year of the project to present the methodology to the Brazilian ICT
community.

FIRST event in Campus Party, held precisely at the beginning of the second year, was at
the same time the last of these preparatory sessions and the first occasion to announce
the creation of a Brazilian Technology Platform with themed working groups yet to be
defined.

A week before the event began, the process of confirmation reached a total of 77 people
confirmed via mail and phone.
