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1. Executive Summary 

 

 

This document has been prepared in the framework of the FIRST Project, a support action 

funded by the European Commission (Directorate General Information Society and Media) 

under its 7th Framework Programme for Research and Technological Development (FP7). 

 

The FIRST project aims to further improve cooperation between Europe and Latin 

America focusing on the field of Future Internet, ICT components and systems. The central 

goal of the project is to adapt the successful concept of European Technology Platforms 

(ETPs) to the Latin American Region, and launch five Technology Platforms focused on 

Future Internet, ICT Components and Systems in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia and 

Mexico, bringing cooperation between Europe and Latin America in the ICT R&D field to 

a new level. 

 

In order to maximize the involvement in project activities of relevant stakeholders from the 

LA community, the project had conceived some dissemination activities, among which the 

national events stand out. Two sets of events in the five target countries were planned for 

2010.  

 

During 2010 first semester, countries organized small workshops to introduce the local 

ICT stakeholders into the FIRST project, its benefits and best practices. Deliverable 6.4.1 

(available at the project website) provides a comprehensive summary of major outcomes of 

the events (main aspects of LATPs National events any other event where FIRST was 

presented) that took place in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia and Mexico.  

 

The present document, ñDeliverable 6.4.2 Report on LATPs National events Second 

Semesterò is an output of Task 6.4 National events of LATP of the Work package 6: 

Dissemination, public awareness and events organization described at the Description of 

Work of the project. It aims to provide a comprehensive summary of major outcomes of 

the second semester events (from July to December 2010). Their main goal was to present 

en each country the LATP structure, governance and Vision of the platform to the initial 
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Steering Council members and other relevant stakeholders such as R&D supporters. This 

document includes the details of all activities necessary to organize the event, list of press 

publications and event results summary. 

 

As a result, the second set of events gathered around 175 members of the local Steering 

Committees, representatives of the Latin American ICT community from Industry, 

Academia and Government sectors. 

The events organised during the second semester of the project were: 

 Workshop in Brazil on September 16. 

 Workshop in Colombia on October 29. 

 Workshop in Brazil on November 18. 

 Workshop in Mexico on November 21. 

 Workshop in Chile on December 1.

As explained in the Deliverable D6.4.1, two events were organized in Brazil during the 

second semester 2010. 
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As a background, the first section of this document draws an overview of the FIRST 

project second semester events. Then, the deliverable addresses the main aspects of the 

events per country, carried out to ensure a smooth and successful organization and 

promotion of the FIRST project. The aspects considered as relevant are: date and place, 

structure, context ïif the event took place in the frame of any other activity-, number of 

attendees, topics and any other relevant aspect that the local event had.  

The document is divided in chapters by country. The structures of the chapters correspond 

to the modality that each event developed, therefore, instead of standardizing all the 

information, the characteristics of each local report has been translated in this document. 

Finally, the document provides a global conclusion of all the events and the lessons learned 

that provides very valuable inputs for the FIRST project activities in 2011. 
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2. Introduction  

 

 

The FIRST project 

FIRST aims to further improve cooperation between Europe and Latin America focusing 

on the field of Future Internet, ICT components and systems
1
. The central goal of the 

project is to adapt the successful concept of European Technology Platforms (ETPs) to the 

Latin American Region, and promote the launch of 5 specialized Technology Platforms 

focused on Future Internet, in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia and Mexico, bringing 

cooperation between Europe and Latin America in the ICT R&D field to an enhanced 

technology level.  

 

Objectives of the Second Semester workshops 

The objectives of the workshop as described in the Description of Work were: 

 Present the LATP structure, governance and Vision of the platform to the initial 

Steering Council members and other relevant stakeholders such as R&D supporters 

in each country.  

 Open call to the registration of new members. 

 Nomination (if already agreed of the Steering Council and other positions of the 

LATPs (Chairperson, Working Group leaders, etc.).   

 

Rationale 

The second semester of 2010, there was a crucial milestone of the FIRST project: the 

launch and set up of the Latin American Technology Platform. During this process, LatAm 

ICT organizations registered in this community.  

Second Semester workshops were the first time that local Steering Councils formally

In the FIRST semester of 2010, FIRST organized national events in the four of the five 

target countries in order to set up and present National LATPs. Altogether, the FIRST 

project will organize two events per country per year. In Brazil, the local partner (USP) 

was decided to follow a slightly different structure due to: 

 the fact that a first event was organized in Brazil in January 2010 as part of the 

Campus Party in São Paulo. 

 The convenience to organize the two events corresponding to the fist year,during 

the second semester, in order to focus both events in the discussion and 

establishment of the Technology Platform in Brazil. Instead of having a first event 

where a formal presentation is made in Brazil this formal presentation was made 

through the participation in the Campus Party in January and the direct contact with 

relevant stakeholders. 

 

As a consequence of the previous considerations, during the first semester four events were 

organized in Argentina, Chile, Colombia and Mexico respectively. Therefore, during the 

second semester six events were carried out in order to complete the 10 national events as 

planned in the project work plan. 
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3. Latin American Technology Platforms: Scope 

& Principles 

 

 

The main achievement of the second semester set of events was to present the LATPs 

Structure, Governance and Vision of the platform to the initial Steering Council members 

and other relevant stakeholders of the five target countries. In Argentina, Brazil, Chile, 

Colombia and Mexico, Technology Platforms have the same intended scope: 

 Provide a unified view for research in the field of Future Internet; 

 Identify a shared Strategic Research Agenda based on technological and economic 

considerations; 

 Demonstrate the potential application of research results to existing business 

processes as well as in new products and services; 

 Continuously analyse relevant state-of-the-art technologies, including the 

opportunities offered by available approaches and the appearance of new 

paradigms; 

 Continuously analyse the state of the Future Internet industry and the economic 

impact of the research undertaken;  

 Establish the strategies to speed up the realization of the vision of the LATPs, 

including support to public policies; 

 Ensure that the LATPs members have a solid manner of interaction; and 

 Act as a facilitator to establish complementary and cooperating research projects 

and related activities.

 Transparency 

 Coherence

The Second European Union-Argentina International Cooperation Workshop in the field of 

Future Internet and ICT Components was hosted at Salón Carrillo, a meeting room of the 

Ministry of Science, Technology and Productive Innovation (MINCyT). This minister is 

located in the center of Buenos Aires city and its goal is to guide the science, technology 

and innovation by building a new production model that generates greater social inclusion 

and improve the competitiveness of Argentina's economy, under the paradigm of 

knowledge as the axis of development. 

 

The organization of the event was coordinated by ALETI and MINCyT representatives.  

39 representatives from Industry, Academia and Government registered to participate. 

ALETI sent the invitations to the members of the Platform; the dissemination of the event 

was done with the assistance of CESSI, the Argentinean chamber of Information 

Technologies and Innova Red, an academic network. Also, other organizations published 

the event in its websites. 
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The event was graced with the presence of 15 Industry representatives of:   

Aeropuertos Argentina 2000, Levinglobal / Levin Software, CEIL (Chamber), Polo IT 

Buenos Aires, UIA, AADS, SIU, G&L, Open Sols, Consultor, Emprender Consultorías, 

Automatización Diseño y Desarrollo, Physis Informática, CESSI and Latin Via.   

 

Academia was represented by some of the most outstanding universities and technology 

centres in Argentina (11 in total) such as Universidad Nacional de La Matanza, 

Universidad Nacional de Tres de Febrero, ORT, Universidad Nacional de La Plata, 

Universidad Nacional de Luján, LIFIA, Universidad Nacional del Sur, Universidad de 

Palermo, Universidad de Buenos Aires, and Universidad Tecnológica nacional.  

 

Finally, national authorities (4 in total) were represented by the Buenos Aires City 

Government -GCBA-, National Atomic Energy Commission ïCNEA-, National Institute 

of Industrial Technology ïINTI- and Ministry of Science, Technology and Productive

Vision 

At the date of the event, the FIRST Project has produced a Vision based mainly in public 

documents and inputs received from members. Days before the event, a draft of the 

document was sent so the members could do their contributions.  

To summarize, the Vision states: 

The main goal of the Vision of the Argentinean Technology Platform is to increase the 

international cooperation in R&D ICT projects between Argentina and the European 

Union. The rationale is that Argentina needs to turn its outstanding ICT R&D potential 

into successful product development in order to be competitive worldwide. A key factor for 

success is bringing together a wide spectrum of ICT players in Argentina: Research 

Centres, Universities, Industries and Associations, in order to produce a common Vision 

and a Research Strategy. 
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Governance Model 

The members of Argentinean Technology Platform approved the proposed Governance 

Model. 

 

Constitution of Working Groups 

During the event, the Working Groups were defined and the present organizations 

expressed their interests. Three main categories were defined in order to advance towards 

the creation of the working groups: 1) Networks, Contents and Services (NUEVANET); 2) 

ICT Components and 3) Integrated and Embedded Systems. These groups include different 

areas of Future Internet, such as Software and Systems, Photonics, Nanoelectronics, 

Embedded Software, Smart Systems Integrated, Network Electronic Media, Mobility and 

Satellite Technologies. Finally, after the second workshop event, the final structure is the

Many ideas were exposed, and after all considerations about the theme, the participants 

decided that, at the moment, a deeper analysis must be conduct to better understand three 

platforms: eMobility, NESSI and NEM. The analysis must point out the intersections 

between them and suggest how they can be applied in Brazil and what segment of them 

makes sense to adopt in a short term. There was a consensus that after this study, probably, 

one of the three platforms will be elected to start the process for creating Technology 

Platforms in Brazil.

9. Global Conclusions 

 

It can be concluded that the Latin American Technology Platforms have a remarkable 

starting point that was translated in the success achieved in the events. 

 

The different modalities that the events showed are an excellent reflector of the stages of 

each country and demonstrates that each country has its own maturing stages, product of 

the different idiosyncrasies; therefore this is translated in the different modalities that the 

events had.  

 

Taking into account the considerations made during the events and the results of the tasks 

carried out during 2010 in order to set out the LATPs, it can be concluded that Latin 

American Technology Platforms had a remarkable set up, translated in the success showed 

in the events.

 Two of the countries, Argentina and Mexico, constituted two cross Working 

Groups: Intelligent Transport Systems ïITS- in Argentina and eHealth-Mex in 

Mexico. 

 Regarding the Governance model, Argentina, Chile, Colombia and Mexico 

approved the related National Governance document, demonstrating that the 

European model can be translated to Latin America. In Colombia and Mexico 

elections took place: RECIIF -Colombia- voted a President and Vicepresident and 

MTP ïMexico- voted a President. In Chile, the members agreed to change the role 
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of Associations and Chambers. Brazil already presented its governance model, but 

still did not approve it. 

 All countries perform an open call to the registration of new members, therefore, 

achieving the main event objectives.  

 The Secretariats of Argentina, Chile, Colombia and Mexico have presented the 

Vision Document to the Steering Council Members.  

 As stated in D6.4.1 (first semester events), the second set of events  were a first 

attempt for organising a General Assembly of the platform, although it will be 

during the second year of the FIRST project when the official first General 

Assembly will be organised. 

 

Lessons learned 

 

Considering the fact that the events achieved the objectives described in the Description of 

Work, it is important to analyze the aspects where the LATPs implementation can 

improve. 

 

The need of organizing coordination meetings prior to the event is a good practice to 

follow. In this instance, the Steering Committee can agree on key issues such as 

Governance model and Vision. The SRA production will need these types of meetings to 

get a coherent definition and perspective. 

 

Although the fact that in Latin America Academia and Industry are no used to work in 

joint projects, the strong presence of both sectors shows that the path is already open and 

that both actors are very interested in the FIRST project. Anyway, the participation of 

Industry still needs to be boosted. 

 

In some of the countries, LATPs members considered of main importance the need to 

make an inspection work in order to identify the local societal challenges that each country 

needs to resolve using R&D activities. 

 

Strong points 
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In all the countries, the local Government gave its support to the set up of LATPs since 

they are considered as a strategic tool for development and for being competitive in the 

future.  

 

Another positive issue is that the countries present common Working Groups; therefore 

building a common LA-EU vision will be simpler.

The FIRST project 

FIRST aims to further improve cooperation between Europe and Latin America focusing 

on the field of Future Internet, ICT components and systems. The central goal of the 

project is to adapt the successful concept of European Technology Platforms (ETPs) to the 

Latin American Region, and launch 5 Technology Platforms (TPs) focused on Future 

Internet, in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia and Mexico, bringing cooperation between 

Europe and Latin America in the ICT R&D field to a new level. 

 

Dissemination, public awareness and events organization 

The FIRST project has conceived a set of activities to provide dissemination support to 

project results and Latin American Technology Platforms (LATPs) activities. Among these 

activities, the participation and organization of events are a key way of maximizing the 

involvement in project activities of relevant stakeholders. 

FIRST has contemplated the participation in Campus Party Events, two dedicated annual

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13. Structure, Governance and Vision  

 

As stated in the Introduction, one of the goals of the workshop was to present the LATP 

structure, governance and Vision of the platform to the initial Steering Council members 

and other relevant stakeholders such as R&D supporters. 

 

Firstly, it is important to mention the scope of the Argentinean Technology Platform: 

 provide a unified view for research in the field of Future Internet; 

 Identify a shared strategic research agenda based on technological and economic 

considerations; 

 coordinate implementation of the research objectives; 

 demonstrate the potential application of research results to existing business 

processes as well as in new products and services; 

 continuously analyse relevant state-of-the-art technologies, including the 

opportunities offered by available approaches and the appearance of new 

paradigms; 

 Continuously analyse the state of the Future Internet industry and the economic 

impact of the research undertaken. This will provide real economic data for the 

definition of future research directions; and 

 Establish the strategies to speed up the realization of the vision of the platform, 

including support to public policies. 

 

Secondly, the Technology Platform is industry-driven and with an open participation.  

Finally, the Argentinean Technology Platform has set up a support structure capable of 

working in a consistent manner, characterised by: openness, effectiveness, efficiency, and 

readiness to respond to the needs of the Argentinean stakeholders.
